It is to bring to the notice of all concerned that the use of Thuraya 
/ Irridium satellite phones is banned in India. Those travelling to 
India are advised to kindly refrain from carrying these phones. Anyone 
caught with Thuraya / Irridium satellite phones in India is liable to be 
punished under the prescribed law of Government of India. 

 
        It is also to bring to the notice of all concerned that those travelling 
to India, must carry a Yellow Fever vaccination card (vaccination 
completed 10 days prior to travel), COVID vaccination card etc.
